Welcome to your reunion website.  We truly hope you can make it to Annapolis to celebrate our 50th!  
Events are planned from Thursday, September 30th through Monday, October 4th, 2021. 

Start your engines . . . let the 50th Reunion Registration begin! 
 
America is waking up.  People are excited to get outside, visit with family and friends, eat indoors at favorite 
restaurants, go to a ball game, renew social activities, and travel.  Most of all, more than 500 members of 
the U.S. Naval Academy Class of 1971 plus their guests are excitedly preparing to celebrate their 50th 

Reunion.  Take the plunge and join us in Annapolis, Maryland! 
 
Reunion committee members have been planning for your 50th since we met in San Diego in 2018 and 
Annapolis in 2016 . . . now it’s up to you to complete your plans.  We know many of you are getting 
prepared to get underway, because you’ve purchased more than 800 football tickets in our class seating 
section.  This is an incredibly strong indication that ’71 is committed and ready to renew old friendships and 
begin celebrating our 50+ years together.  Additionally, the Class survey conducted this April showed that 
538 Classmates intended to attend the 50th.  78% of those who responded to the survey said “Yes”.  Other 
survey data showed about 1,000 total attendees; 700 for Thursday’s Reception, 700 for Friday’s Supt’s 
Address & Parade, 1,000 for Saturday’s Tailgate, 800 for Sunday’s Memorial Service & Class Dinner, and 450 

for Monday’s Breakfast. That was during April, before travel and other restrictions really began to ease! 
 
We urge you not to hesitate . . . continue your planning by registering to attend our 50th Reunion.  It’s an 
easy and proven process, similar to that used for the 47.5th reunion.  You basically have two sign-up options.  
Both will get you to the right place.  By-the-way, 50th pricing for all events for a Classmate and Guest ($746) 
is slightly less than the all-in 45th Package ($750), a bit above 40th ($727).  Comparison includes cost for 2 
football tickets, 45th ’71 jerseys, and Registration Fees.  Single comparisons are $379, $400, and $384.
