In order to better serve you and your family, we have created a list of items to bring to 
our meeting that will help complete your arrangements and honor your loved one’s 
memory and life.   

For your loved one: 
─ Clothing (including undergarments) (if applicable) 
─ Shoes and socks or hosiery (if applicable) 
─ Eyeglasses and jewelry (these items may remain with your loved one or be 

removed and returned after the service) (if applicable) 
─ Dentures (if applicable) 

To help with arrangements:  
─ A recent photograph  
─ A collection of valued photographs (20-40) for memorialization through printed 

materials and video tributes 
─ U.S. Armed Forces serial number and veteran’s discharge papers (if applicable) 
─ Your loved one’s Social Security number  
─ List of 6-8 pallbearers (if applicable) 
─ If applicable, cemetery arrangement information  

To gather for newspaper notices/obituaries: 
─ Date of birth  
─ Place of birth (city, state/province)    
─ Education/work history (resume or professional bio if applicable)  
─ Mother's full name (including maiden name)  
─ Father’s full name 
─ Name of place of worship or religious affiliation 
─ Place and date of marriage 
─ Organizations or memberships 
─ Special achievements 
─ List of those who recently predeceased your loved one 
─ Name(s) of surviving relatives and the cities in which they live (include daughters, 

sons, brothers, sisters, and number of grandchildren and great grandchildren)
